3.Address of location where the course was conducted,
4.Hours earned.

e CEU Certificates inclusive of the required information will be provided at the
conclusion of each class as long as the attendee has followed the above
general guidelines.

e Audits of the licensee’s continuing education may be conducted at any time.
Upon the board’s request, each licensee shall provide completed records to

the board.

COLORADO

Colorado does not require continuing education for license renewal.
e Education may be requested by the Board for license reinstatement if a
license has lapsed.
o Classes may be used as supporting documentation for reinstatement,
subject to Board review and approval.
e Course completion does not guarantee reinstatement.
